Founded in 2019 by Zev Shapiro, a current junior at 
Harvard, TurnUp, a multimillion dollar 501(c)(3) 
non-profit  that comprises the largest 
youth-led voter registration and turnout 
initiative. TurnUp is powered by a diverse team 
of over 3,000 youth organizers, 20,000+ young 
volunteers, hundreds of partner organizations, 
and thousands of individual donors from every 
corner of the Country. In 2020, TurnUp reached 36 
million young voters, sent over 1 million 
texts to young Georgians, helped register 60,000 
college students, and graduated 3,000+ young 
people from our months-long training program 
who collectively contributed 13,000 volun-
teer-hours registering new young voters. Youth 
turnout increased by 10 points.
